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Life is never perfect - our site has been robbed by our own fundies..
Fortunatelly it has been stopped; the thieves have stollen 20 bags of
cement which has been mostly recovered, in addittion they are supposed
to pay us penalty which is twice the value of the stollen materials. We
have cooperated on that subject with Salaton and local police. This lesson
is sad and hard, but we are even more cautious now, and have
implemented new checking procedures.
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It seems like a tough week - Maja and Kiwi left to Nairobi for some
embassy meetings and timber shopping, but on the first night they have
been mugged on the main street of Nairobi.. Kiwi came back to Maji Moto
immediately, and Maja is coming back to Poland on 10th October. Kasia
and Ania replaced them in Nairobii, continuing the logistics of shopping.

Winning with the "system" is not easy, that's why it took almost a week
to get things done in Nairobi. Complicated procedures and a lack of
luck (such as public holiday on the 10th October - Moi Day) delayed
the original plans by few days. But finally Kasia, Ania and the timber
came to Maji Moto on Tuesday night.
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So now we have to travel to Narok everyday - the only way to get
money from Maja's account without Maja is to go to ATM and use the
daily withdrawal limit.

We are
doing now the formwork for slob concreting - all the polls standing high
create the incredible view of the dense forrest right in the middle of our

site.
Also latrines are nearly finished - the Polish-Kenyan team is doing really /7 N\
reat!

Kamil is leaving our team two weeks earlier
then planned, because of the family
problems.. We are sorry, and we already miss
you, bahati mzuri, Kamil.
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
